
Step outside Tuscany Village, and you are just minutes away from shopping, beaches, golfing, and many other places of interest.

Tuscany Village is ideally located in Greater Victoria’s bustling community of Gordon Head.

Tuscany Village is just steps away from University Heights Shopping Centre, featuring a fitness club, a movie theatre, 

and several retailers. Restaurants, gas stations, and financial institutions are also easily accessible.

Hillside Shopping Centre is just five minutes by car, and features Sears Department Store and dozens of well-known retailers.

Just across from Tuscany Village is the McKenzie Professional Building, 

with physicians, dentists, a pharmacy, and sports medicine at your reach.

The sprawling campus of the University of Victoria is just one block from Tuscany Village, 

and offers a wide range of full-time degree programs as well as evening and weekend classes. 

Camosun College’s Lansdowne Campus is less than ten minutes away, and offers several full and part-time courses.

Mount Douglas Park is located on nearby Cordova Bay Road.  From the park, you can walk the shores of Cordova Bay, 

and hike trails lush with the abundance of ferns and wildflowers, towered by Douglas Fir and Cedar trees overhead. 

The 360 degree lookout at the summit is spectacular, with views of rural Saanich, the city lights of Victoria, 

and further, the Olympic and Cascade mountains in Washington State.

Mount Tolmie Park offers views of Victoria and the surrounding areas. 

Stroll through Garry Oaks on one of the many gravel trails throughout the park 

or just enjoy a drive up the windy road to the summit. 

Cadboro Bay Beach is a clean, sandy beach, just minutes from Tuscany Village. 

The neighbouring Gyro Park is the ideal place for a picnic or just to people watch. 

Several golf courses are within close proximity to Tuscany Village, with a course to suit all levels of playing. 

Uplands Golf Club is a private, 18-hole course overlooking the ocean, 

and has hosted many Canadian Professional Golf Association tournaments.

Cordova Bay Golf Course is an 18-hole public course, offering spectacular views of the ocean, San Juan Islands and Mt. Baker.
